Numbers 24:15-19 Dominion to a descendant of Jacob
Il Samuel 7:12-17 A descendant of David and an eternal kingdom

Psalm 2:1-12 Arejected king who is God’s Son

Isaiah 7:14 A child born of a virgin who is “God with Us”

Isaiah 9:6-7 A child born called “Almighty God... Eternal Father”
Isaiah 11:1-10 A child who will establish peace on earth

Prophecies: about a “Suffering Servant”= The Messiah’s Work
“Four Servant Songs”- |saiah 42:1-9, 49:1-13, 50:4-11, 52:13-53:12

Characteristics of the “Servant”

1. An Unexpected King  42:1-3 No obvious display of Kingly power
49:1-4 A Hidden weapon in God's quiver
49:7  Ultimately, Kings will bow to Him
50:10 Fearing God = obeying the servant.
52:13-15 Servant prospers... Kings notice
2. A Universal Impact 42:1-4  Justice worldwide
42:6  ACovenantand lightto nations
49:8  ADay of Salvation
A Covenant of the people

3. AlLiberatorofisrael  42:7-9 Healings... declare new things
and Nations (Salvation) 49:5-6 Mission to restore Jacob
42:5  Alightto the nations
49:6,8 Salvation to ends of the earth
4. A Man Despised and Rejected- SUFFERING IN EACH PROPHECY
49:7  The Despised... abhorred one
50:6  Humiliation and spitting
52:14  His appearance and form marred
53:3  Despised and forsaken of men
5. Dies to Atone for Sins 53:4-8 Wounded for our transgressions
Crushed for our iniquities.
53:11-12 Servant will justify many
He will bear their iniquities
Bore the sin of many
